Mayonnaise: 1/8 cup per person

Mustard: 1/16 cup per person

Tomatoes: 1/2 tomato per person

Lettuce: 1 head for 20 people

Soda: 20 oz. per person, sold in 16-oz cans

Ice cream: 6 oz. per person, sold in 64-oz. containers

Chips: 8 oz per person, sold in 48 oz. bags
