On August 3, 1492, Columbus set out from Palos, Spain. He had two smal ships, the Nina and the Pinta, and a larger one, the Santa Maria, carrying a total of about 90 sailors. The smal fleet stopped at the canary islands for repairs and suplies, then sailed westward into the unknown.
	the ships had good winds, but after a month at sea the sailors began to wory. Provisions were runing low, and they had not sihgted any land. columbus wrote that he was “having trouble with the crew…I am told that if I persit in going onward, the best corse of action will be to throw me into the sea.”
