Additional Methods:

· If using ordinary baker’s yeast a dilution will have to be made.  Initially the yeast should be mixed with warm water and a pinch of sugar. Then, .1mL of yeast solution should be transferred to .9mL of water (or proportional amount).
· This procedure, using the newly created solution will produce a concentration of 10-2.  Good results can be obtained using a concentration of 10-4.  A concentration higher than 10-4 will produce too many yeast colonies.
