 1. Students should list any four of these reasons for storing merchandise: facilitate delivery 

to purchaser, production has outpaced demand, products require seasonal storage, to 
take advantage of quantity purchases, and to be located close to purchasers.

 2. Students should list any three of these services that might be offered at a public 
warehouse: shipment consolidation, receiving, unloading, inspecting, reshipping, order 
fi lling, and truck terminal operation services.

 3. A bonded warehouse can be either a public or private warehouse that stores products 
that require the payment of a federal tax.
